Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council
 held on Monday 15th April 2019
at 7pm in Birdham Village Hall

In attendance: 	The Clerk, Cllr Montyn (WSCC), Cllr S Taylor and Cllr Barrett (CDC). There were no residents in attendance.

120-18 Declaration of Interests:
There were none.

121-18 	Approve and sign the minutes of the 18th March 2019:
Subject to the addition of the following amendment to minute reference 110-18 that Cllr Glover declared a pecuniary interest in planning application BI/19/00444/FUL. 
In addition a correction to the spelling in planning application BI/19/00219/DOM, third line sixth word should read Objected.
With the amendments made above it was resolved to adopt the minutes of the 18th March 2019 as a true and accurate record of the meeting.

122-18 Public Question time from residents of Birdham in accordance with Standing Orders 1d -1l:
A Councillor asked if it was known that the management of Birdham Pool was allowing waste to be dumped into the Pool.
The answer was that it had already been reported to CDC Planning Enforcement management team who are due to inspect and determine what was happening and why.

123-18 Planning matters including appeals, applications and CDC delegated decisions:

i) Planning Appeals to be Noted.
a) Notification of an Enforcement Appeal: Land North of Cowdry Nursery Sidlesham Lane.
b) Notification of an Enforcement Appeal: Yendor Farm (ref BI/18/01983/FUL)

ii) Planning Applications to be decided.
BI/18/02785/DOM - 14 Longmeadow Gardens, Birdham, PO20 7HP
Single storey rear extension.
 The Parish Council raised No Objection to this application.

BI/19/00845/FUL - Common Piece, Main Road, Birdham, 
Use of land for the stationing of a static caravan.
The Parish Council are concerned about this application for the following reasons;

They are aware of the ongoing situation at Birdham Farm, with the Gypsy/Traveller illegal settlement on land that is both inside the AONB and outside of the SPA. Any agreement to this application could possibly have an effect on the Birdham Farm site. 

However, this application is outside of the AONB and the SPA. It does abut the SPA on two sides which might qualify the application for special consideration. The land is owned by the applicant’s family in conjunction with the family business from the same site. Location of the mobile home would not be seen. 

The Parish Council are therefore minded to raise No Objection to the application but would request the following conditions be applied;
1 - That Full Application Approval is not given but that a license to occupy for a period of three years is granted.
2 - The License is for the son of the Land Owner only i.e. the applicant.
3 - No other person may take up residence.
4 - If the occupancy ceases the site is to be cleared and returned to a bare site.

It was resolved to authorise the Clerk to notify the Councils decisions to CDC Planning.

124-18 Clerks’ Report:
i) WSCC – There was nothing to report.
ii) CDC – The Clerk has received notification that a CIL payment due from 1st October 2018 to 31st March 2019 of £43873.94 would be credited to our account in due course.
iii) Reports from Members of WSCC/CDC – Cllr Montyn (WSCC) said that a small amount of progress in re-opening the community tip had been made after the large fire. He said that the tip would be opened at the weekend for the acceptance of green waste only. Anything else would have to be taken to Bognor. However, the mobile sites are still in operation. In response to a question from a member of the Council who asked about the normal household collection process he said that this had not been affected.
Cllr Barrett (CDC) said that he was continuing to monitor the situation regarding the gypsy site at Birdham Farm. 
He went on to remind people that a new system based on triage working was being introduced at the Witterings Surgery.
iv) Other related matters – Cllr Glover said that both she and Cllr Campbell had attended a combined meeting of the MPAG parishes in Selsey to discuss the way forward. It was a positive meeting and in the main dealt with the formation of the Group including the possibility of a written constitution. The Group had already sent a letter to the MP requesting a meeting be held with her and representatives of the Group to discuss the housing numbers suggested by the new Local Plan.

125-18 Finance and Corporate:
i) To receive and approve the financial report.

iv) To determine the date of the Annual Parish Meeting (APM).
It was considered that the date should be set by the Chairman of the New Administration during the Annual Council Meeting in May.

126-18 Correspondence – Not previously circulated: - 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Clerk had received a request from bride-to-be for permission to use the playing field for elements of her Hen Party. Subject to insurance cover being received this was granted.

127-18 Reports:
i) Play Area and Playing Field. – Cllr Firmston reported that an opening ceremony of the new bridges had been held with the donor of the timber being the guest of honour who cut the ribbon. A formal letter of thanks to the donor would be sent shortly.
ii) Village Green and Pond and Condition of Village Ditch/Drain Network. – The Clerk reported that he was writing to the residents who would be affected by the delay to the Dingles Op Watershed Project and would then be working on two new applications for funding to repair other areas in Birdham.
Cllr Firmston said that the MHWG Group who are working on the ponds had said that removal of the silt from the Village Pond would be carried out in August together with Kingfisher Pond. He went on to say that a change of MHWG personnel had taken place.
iii) Communication Working Group. – Nothing to report.
iv) Community Resilience. – Nothing to report.
v) Other – The Chairman said that in the new administration he would not be standing for election as Chairman of the Council. He had been the Chairman for a number of years and felt that now was the time for someone else to step in.
Cllr Campbell said that he thought the Chairman had done a very good job for the Village and proposed a vote of thanks to the Chairman which was resolved.
